Ripken Way Clinic — The Ripken Way Clinic is a wonderful way for players to take instruction in every aspect of
the game of baseball. This format gives participants the best well-rounded experience in all fielding positions as
well as train in a detailed offensive regimen. It's ideal for players seeking more overall instruction in the areas of
pitching, infield, outfield, and hitting.

Specialty Training Clinic — The Specialty Training Clinic offers position specific instruction for players.
